
The OLBH Sister Eva Marie Testa Mammo-
graphy Suite was designed to reduce wait times
and improve efficiencies for women in need of 
a mammogram. The suite includes a separate
waiting area where a registrar dedicated solely 
to mammography assists patients. In-room
changing and beautiful décor greet ladies at the
suite. The greatest asset is the computer aided

detection (CAD) system that assists radiologist 
in breast cancer detection. The system offers 
a second review of mammograms and draws
physicians’ attention to potential areas of
concern.

Within the Sister Eva Marie Testa Mammo-
graphy Suite is the DEXA-scan system.  The OLBH
DEXA-scan bone densitometer offers up to 40
percent more accuracy compared to competing
bone densitometers.

A bone scan using the DEXA-scan is similar 
to an x-ray. The process is quick and painless. 
A patient relaxes on a cushioned bed during 
the scan. A bone density test is recommended
every one to two years to measure changes in
bone density. Women in particular are
susceptible, as four out of five people with
osteoporosis are women.

Imaging Center
Located at Bellefonte Centre

The OLBH Imaging Center is conveniently
located at 1000 Ashland Drive  in OLBH’s
Bellefonte Centre. The center offers the same 
high quality MRI services as the hospital - a high
definition system from GE.  The system produces
the area’s most detailed images  while offering
patients a shorter tunnel and larger opening 
for maximum comfort. OLBH is the first 
Ashland hospital to bring high definition MRI 
to the community. 

The center’s non-hospital  environment
provides a host of conveniences for patients.
From abundent parking, to valet availability, to
the beautiful scenes of nature outside the
windows, the center is completely patient
focused.  Privacy and customer service are at the
forefront at the Imaging Center.

In addition to MRI services, the center offers
CT. CT scans conducted at the OLBH Imaging
Center are read by the same OLBH board certified
radiologists as those conducted at the hospital. 

Report turnaround time to the patient’s doctor
for services ordered at the center is within 12
hours and same day appointments are available.  

CT Services
In addition to offering high quality MRI

services, OLBH was the first hospital in Kentucky
to offer 64-Slice CT. In the span of five to eight
seconds physicians at Our Lady of Bellefonte
Hospital are able to capture crystal-clear 3D
images of a beating heart, helping them to identify

heart disease and pinpoint the exact cause 
of a patient’s chest pain. In 10 seconds, the
detailed images from a whole body scan allows
physicians to view anatomy at a resolution
sometimes not possible even through the most
complex of surgeries, and in just four seconds,
lung scans can locate life-threatening blood clots
or masses.

PET/CT
Located at OLBH

PET (Positron Emission Tomography) CT
combines the strengths of two well-established
imaging types, CT for anatomy and PET for
function, into a single imaging device. By
combining the power of PET and CT in a single
scan, disease can be both identified and
localized, potentially resulting in an earlier
diagnosis. The PET exam pinpoints increased
metabolic activity in cells and the CT exam
provides an anatomical reference. When these
two scans are fused together, an OLBH physician
can view cell changes in the proper context of a
patient’s body. 

PET CT allows OLBH physicians to diagnose
potential health problems, and if disease is
detected, guides them in developing and
managing a treatment plan.  A PET CT exam not
only helps the physician diagnose a problem, it
also helps predict the likely outcome of various
therapy alternatives, pinpointing the best
treatment approach for each patient.

PET CT is used for cancer patients to determine
if tumors have spread throughout the body, in
cardiology to determine what heart tissue is alive
following a heart attack and in neurology to
detect problems such as Alzheimer’s disease.
